Reach and Teach: Translating an evidence-based in-person health promotion program for digital delivery. This project will use participatory ergonomics to adapt Mind Over Matter, Healthy Bowels, Healthy Bladder (MOM), an evidence-based in-person health promotion program, to an electronic program, eMOM.
